• Jeff:  issues of disability and PreK are taken into consideration. 
Qn: are the concepts of universal design considered in the 
standards? (Ans: as we consider full renovations, yes this will be 
considered) 

• Hans: I assumed that we are providing feedback on the 
methodology not the criteria, which were decided a year ago. 
Cynthia: part of the methodology is how do we keep the criteria 
set but flexible to changes in the future as needed. Kelley: We 
are assessing the methodology and giving some comments; we 
don’t need to come up with every aspect that has been missed 
in the criteria (e.g. gender-neutral bathrooms, evacuation times, 
etc.) The document is not meant to be all encompassing.  

• Qn: are criteria meant to be complete or are they meant to drive 
decisions? (e.g. whether pools have changing rooms, or, at the extreme, 
does the building have a floor?) Ans: we intentionally wanted to ignore 
factors that are assumed since it is an operating school, and to focus on 
decision-making factors.
